Children are characterized by
an elementary understanding of the concept of *communication"; mainly
unconsciously reveal communicative interaction; not showing emotional
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equality during communication; failure to identify single motives for
communication; inability to exchange feelings and thoughts; practical
failure to combine communication and behavior; failure to identify the
desire for communication and communication; not using communicative
behavior as further personal adaptation and socialization. The method of
forming communication skills in younger schoolchildren with
intellectual disabilities includes 2 directions: the development of the
need for a meaningful understanding of the term "communication™, the
formation of skills for its emotional and practical application in oral
speech, and the formation of practical and effective communication
skills by means of written communication. It includes the development
of verbal and non-verbal means of communication in 4th grade students
with intellectual disabilities; formation of the skills of meaningful
content of terminology, phrasal monologue and dialogic speech;
formation of skills of emotional and motivational components of
communication, development of practical communication skills in the
process of various types of activities. The result of our work is the
development of methodological recommendations for correctional
teachers regarding the formation of communication skills in younger
schoolchildren with intellectual disabilities in the educational process,
which took into account all the above-mentioned components and
indicators of this process (the information-content component, the main
indicator of which is the need for a meaningful understanding of the term
"communication "; the emotional component - the need for emotional
communication; the activity-adaptive component - the wuse of
communication skills in the educational process). Methodological
recommendations will make it possible to choose the right psychological
and pedagogical support for the development, formation and correction
of communication skills in younger schoolchildren with intellectual
disabilities, and this will increase the level of their adaptation and
socialization.

FEATURES OF THE FORMATION OF MORAL EDUCATION IN
YOUNG SCHOOLCHILDREN WITH INTELLECTUAL
DISABILITIES

The article reveals the theoretical-methodological and practical
foundations of moral education of students with normative development
(ND) and intellectual disabilities (ID), as an integrative process of
combining and highlighting the quality of their characteristic properties in
accordance with the moral norms and requirements of the social
environment. It is noted that the formation of the moral education of
students takes place in the educational process, in which a significant place
is given to correctional and educational work. When substantiating and
developing the methodology of the psychological and pedagogical empirical
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study of the level of formation of moral education among younger
schoolchildren, we singled out research directions (adapted methods of
detecting morality in students; conversation with correctional teachers,
educators and parents), components (cognitive, affective, activity-
behavioral), indicators (full, adequate and conscious filling of the concept of
moral education; stability of attitude to moral standards; awareness and
consistency of use of moral ideas and concepts in practical behavior), levels
(high, medium and low), criteria for evaluating the content base and
methods (regarding research: the cognitive component describes
conversations on the awareness of moral terms and norms by means of
stories with ethical quintessence; the affective component - conversations on
the content of moral mini-situations; the activity-behavioral component -
observation of children's moral behavior). The qualitative and quantitative
comparative characteristics of the level of the manifestation of morality
according to the cognitive component were analyzed: high level in children
with ND (75.00%), medium - with ND (25.00%) and with ID (36.36%), low
- with 1D (64.64%); according to the affective component - high level - with
NR (91.66%) and with ID (9.09%), medium - with ND (8.33%) and with 1D
(63.63%), low - with ID ( 27.27%); according to the activity-behavioral
component - high level - with ND (72.16%), medium - with ND (20.83%)
and ID (72.72%), low - with ID (27.27%). As for the average indicator, the
level of formation of moral education among younger students from ND and
with 1D according to the components, indicators and methods outlined by us
ranges from high to low, in particular: a high level was obtained by 79.61%
of students from ND and 3.03% with ID, average - 57.57% with ND and
20.39% with ID, low - 39.39% only with ID. The general features of the
moral upbringing of children with intellectual disabilities have been
clarified, in particular: an unclear vision of the content and relationships
between moral categories accepted in society; inability to conduct
elementary and detailed analysis of moral situations or stories; positive-
emotional, but not always adequate, not stable passive attitude to the
affective states of characters in stories; unconscious and chaotic giving of
answers regarding the moral activity and behavior of the characters in the
stories; isolation during communication and interaction with others;
inadequacy, fluidity and instability of emotional reactions to moral
standards; not stable, positive, not long-term attitude to moral categories;
positive and benevolent attitude towards others; the ability to cooperate in a
non-conflict situation; a positive attitude only towards those teachers who
behave the same way with them (by analogy); not identifying one's own
faults; inability to apply previously acquired knowledge when solving
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similar moral situations; the need for help from the teacher; lack of interest
in fulfilling the rules of conduct and one's promises, etc. Based on the results
of the empirical study, a pedagogically-targeted and corrective-educational
system for the development and correction of moral education in younger
schoolchildren with intellectual disabilities was developed, which provided
for the step-by-step formation of moral education by components: cognitive,
affective, and activity-behavioral. The system of correctional and
educational influence we built included correctional and educational classes,
which further contributed to the improvement of adaptation, socialization
and moral education of children with intellectual disabilities.

Key words: normative development, intellectual disability, primary
school students, moral education, correctional and educational work, moral
classes.

1. INTRODUCTION

Problem statement. The process of visual perception and awareness of
joint activities, interpersonal communication and establishing relationships
with different individuals takes place throughout life and requires the
development of not only the correct ordering of the communication process,
but also positive behavior in accordance with the norms of morality
established in society. An integrative indicator of the development of
morality is its moral upbringing, which is based on personal and moral
qualities and categories.

Analytical processing of legislative sources of information indicates
that the issues of developing the moral upbringing of the individual are
stipulated in the resolution (dated September 30, 2020 No. 898) “State
Standard of Basic Secondary Education”, in the Law of Ukraine “On
Education” (dated October 31, 2011 No. 1243) “Main Guidelines for the
Education of Students in Grades 1-11 of General Educational Institutions™,
in the concepts of: civic education of the individual in the conditions of the
development of Ukrainian statehood, national and national-patriotic
education in the education system of Ukraine, education of children and
youth in the digital space [1; 2; 3].

Analysis of recent research and publications. Theoretical and
methodological analysis of general philosophical and psychological and
pedagogical literature shows various directions of research on this issue, in
particular: characteristics of ethics as a philosophical masterpiece of
morality and general psychological foundations of moral development of the
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individual, psychological and pedagogical technologies of personality-
oriented education, empirical diagnostics and level criteria of moral
upbringing of younger schoolchildren; formation of arbitrary behavior and
its culture as an integrative indicator of moral upbringing; theoretical and
methodological foundations of moral development and upbringing of
students; methodological recommendations and psychological and
pedagogical support for the formation of moral upbringing: ethical
conversations and moral classes (I. Bekh, S. Karpenchuk, O. Kyrychok, S.
Maksymenko, N. Pidgorna, etc.).

Theoretical and methodological study of special psychological and
pedagogical literature on this problem allowed us to outline its main areas of
study, in particular: clinical and psychological diagnostics of deviations in
the cognitive, personal, moral and mental development of younger
schoolchildren; development of moral ideas and behavior of children with
intellectual disabilities; originality of personality-oriented development,
training, upbringing, support and socialization of children with
psychophysical development disorders, their comparison with students with
normotypical development; planning, traditional and non-traditional forms
of moral education; correction of the personality structure and moral
upbringing of children with intellectual development disorders (I. Bekh,
O. Gavrylov, O. Gudyma, V. Synyov, I. Tatyanchykova, etc.).

The purpose of the article is to theoretically, methodologically and
practically identify and analyze the features of the manifestation of moral
upbringing in primary school students with intellectual disabilities, and to
describe the system of its formation in the educational process.

2. THEORETICAL BASIS OF THE RESEARCH

The generalized definition and characteristics of moral upbringing
make it possible to assert that this concept encompasses various qualitative
properties of the personality, which indicate its appropriate cultural
development in accordance with the norms of morality adopted in the
outlined society. The formation of moral upbringing takes place in the
process of psychophysiological development of the personality, its
harmonious and comprehensive growth. This is logically combined with the
development of cognitive and mental processes, the formation of the
emotional-motivational, behavioral and personal sphere of the child.

Significant for the cultural development and formation of moral
upbringing 1s the consequence or result of the manifestation of the internally
directed activity of a person in combination with a generalized system of
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formed personal and moral qualities, which makes it possible to determine,
analyze and give a score to those norms of morality that are already present
in the personality, carry the appropriate value for the organization of their
positive behavior, as well as its constant manifestation during various types
of activity in interpersonal interaction and relationships. It is personal and
moral qualities that act as an integrated indicator and component of her
upbringing.

The indicators of a person's moral upbringing can include: activity, a
positive and stable everyday position; a positive individual and
differentiated attitude to the social environment; an interested attitude
towards oneself as a person; positive emotional expression in the process of
inclusion in relationships, communication and communication when
performing various types of leading and additional practical activities;
socially conditioned personal and moral qualities as an integrated indicator
of moral upbringing. The collective properties of a person's morality are
considered to be, in particular: civilized relationships between people;
positive emotional motivation when observing moral behavior and fulfilling
certain norms; awareness of the person's ideas and concepts regarding the
correct use of moral terminology, which combines and separates his
behavior; a clear understanding of the rules of behavior in micro- and
macro-society; stable skills, permanent skills and habits of moral behavior,
the identification of personal and moral qualities. When characterizing moral
development, including the formation of moral education, most scientists in
their works ([4;5]) adhere to the following views on their classification,
namely, indicators can be intellectual or substantive, emotional or emotional,
behavioral or active, but all of them should be combined into a single system
and lead to moral development and education, the components of which are
personal and moral qualities. The development of children with intellectual
disabilities follows the same laws as children with normotypical
development, only it has its own characteristics in accordance with their
psychophysiological growth, therefore the basis of ethical education of
students with intellectual disabilities is the content of regulatory documents,
programs and concepts, which is included in the planning of directions for
their cultural and moral development. The difference is observed only when
creating special psychological and pedagogical conditions of educational
influence and conducting appropriate correctional and educational classes
with students of this nosology [6].

In the moral development, upbringing and formation of moral education
of primary school students with intellectual disabilities, we pay attention to:
the formation of moral knowledge, understanding of norms and rules of
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behavior, the development of conscious views and beliefs; the development
of positive emotionally motivated actions of the child, his appropriate
behavior; the formation of stable personal and moral qualities; the
development of everyday skills, skills, habits of public behavior and moral
qualities. This is what makes it possible to develop moral education during
personality-oriented education, taking into account the conditions of special
psychological and pedagogical, correctional and social support [7; §].

The effectiveness, efficiency and efficiency of the educational process
give it an advantage in terms of the development of moral education,
although it is not necessary to deny other components of educational
activity, each of them (training and correctional and developmental work)
includes a large content and practical potential for its formation. The
formation of education in students with intellectual disabilities is an
important component in the structure of their integration and socialization
programs, which provides an opportunity to properly organize and
implement the educational process, which is not directly possible without
the implementation of the conditions of extracurricular correctional and
educational activities with children. The decisive conditions of
extracurricular educational work are: the introduction and implementation of
a phased regime of the educational process and rest, the introduction of
individual and differentiated approaches to students during the
implementation of various types of practical and creative activities, the
successful application of traditional and non-traditional emotionally
enriched forms, methods, techniques and means of moral education [9].

3. RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The directions of empirical research on the manifestation of moral
upbringing of primary school students were outlined: studying its level using
adapted or own psychological and pedagogical methods taking into account
components, indicators, levels and assessment criteria; conducting
conversations with a correctional teacher, educators and parents in order to
identify the manifestation of stable abilities and skills of moral upbringing in
students selected for study. The study of indicators of the formation of moral
upbringing required cognitive, affective and activity-behavioral components.
During the study of the cognitive component of moral upbringing, we:
determined the essence of the main moral categories, terms and concepts;
analyzed the features of children's use of relationships and
interdependencies of moral norms and categories; determined the level of
children's use of personal and moral qualities during the development of
their moral upbringing; established the possibility of children's
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comprehension of the social order of moral upbringing, which is accepted in
our society. The cognitive component was studied according to the indicator
"complete, adequate and conscious fulfillment of the concept of moral
upbringing”. The methods of studying the cognitive component were
conversations with students, which allowed us to see how they consciously
interpret moral norms during the analysis of stories with ethical content. In
the process of studying the affective component, we identified the level of
interest (positive, neutral or negative) of students in moral qualities; we
observed the manifestation of constancy and duration of children's interest in
the process of emotional perception of moral qualities. The affective
component was studied using the indicator "stability of attitude to moral
norms"”, and the methods of studying it were conversations with students
during the characterization and comprehension of the content of moral mini-
situations and the analysis of the activities of their characters. In the activity-
behavioral component of moral upbringing, we studied the level of its
practical use and comprehension by students when analyzing moral norms in
the process of characterizing their real behavior; characterized the features
of the manifestation of students' knowledge, skills and abilities of moral
orientation in the process of their practical behavior during inclusion in
interpersonal communication, communication when performing various
types of practical or creative activities; the level of organization of students'
own behavior, taking into account the norms of morality accepted in society.
The behavioral component was studied using the indicator "awareness and
continuity of the application of moral knowledge in practical behavior" and
by observing the behavior of students when they fulfill moral norms, as well
as conducting a conversation with a correctional teacher, educators, and
parents to determine the level of formation of students' moral upbringing in
micro- and macro-society.

4. RESEARCH RESULTS

The study included 24 students of the 4th grade of the primary
education of Rivne Lyceum No. 27, Rivne City Council, and 11 children of
the same age with intellectual disabilities who study at the Rivne
Educational and Rehabilitation Center "Special Child", Rivne City Council.
The analysis of the results of the study in their comparative version for all
components, indicators, methods and levels can be seen in Table 1. In
particular, according to the average statistical indicator, the level of
manifestation of moral upbringing in students with intellectual disabilities
and ND is as follows: a low level was found in children with intellectual
disabilities (39.39%), an average level was found in children with
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intellectual disabilities (57.57%) and ND (20.39%), and a high level was
found in children with intellectual disabilities (3.03%) and ND (79.61%).
Thus, the comparative qualitative characteristic of the level of manifestation
of moral upbringing indicates that only 3.03% of 4th grade students with
intellectual disabilities recorded a high level, which is characteristic only of
the affective component, in particular, according to the indicator - stability
of attitude to moral norms (9.09%), which indicates a predominantly formed
emotional factor, especially the manifestation of one's own positive,
negative or neutral emotions to the presented moral situation. At the same
time, the most difficult for students with intellectual disabilities was the
cognitive component according to the indicator of its information content
(full, adequate and conscious content of the concept of moral upbringing),
namely, a low level of its manifestation was observed in 63.63% of children.
The paradox arises in the fact that students name moral concepts, categories,
qualities, but do not show their meaningful content, know the term, but
cannot explain its meaning. Mechanical memorization of students is more
preserved, and verbal-logical thinking itself is disturbed, which is the
leading type of activity of students of the initial level of education. Only the
process of imitating the emotional reactions of others and suggesting their
types of behavior gave us a higher result in the second component than in
the first. Although, according to theoretical analysis, students with
intellectual disabilities find it most difficult to transfer their own knowledge
(ideas and concepts) into practical activity, and this is the third component,
which turned out to be in the middle.

Although logically, it was the activity-behavioral component that
should have had the lowest results. But with its characteristics (according to
the indicator - awareness and continuity of application of moral knowledge
in practical behavior), the largest number of students with intellectual
disabilities showed an average level (72.72%) of its formation. The further
personal formation of children with intellectual disabilities is influenced by
their psychophysical development, which is peculiar due to diffuse damage
to the cerebral cortex, which led to significant excesses of cognitive activity
and activity of this category of children, as well as disorders in the
development of mental and cognitive processes, in particular verbal-logical
thinking, which is an integrative indicator of educational activity, as the
leading type of activity of students in the primary education level. It is
verbal-logical thinking that allows younger schoolchildren with intellectual
disabilities to develop independence in understanding and understanding the
content of moral categories and terms that society defines and requires their
implementation. A typical comparative study of the level of manifestation of
moral upbringing in 4th grade students with normotypical development and
intellectual disabilities according to the components, indicators and methods
outlined by us is clearly described in Table 2 and Figure 1.

When quantitatively comparing the cognitive component of the
manifestation of moral upbringing, we found that the low level is
characteristic of the majority of students with intellectual disabilities
(64.64%), the average level was found in children with intellectual
disabilities (36.36%) and ND (25.00%), and the high level was found only in
children with ND (75.00%).

In the process of qualitative analysis of the level of formation of moral
education by the cognitive component, in particular the indicator - complete,
adequate and conscious filling of the concept of moral education, based on
the analysis of children’s answers, we outlined a number of the most difficult
questions, which, first of all, were aimed at understanding the essence, the
sequence of events discussed with children, as well as their practical
discussion of the behavior of the characters. This analysis showed that they
had a low level of moral education, in particular, students could not
meaningfully master the essence and interdependence of moral norms that
are socially conditioned; were unable to analyze in stages and in detail or did
not say anything at all; could not show the correct ethical information. It was
important for children with ID to provide appropriate assistance, in
particular, a step-by-step analysis of stories and the behavior of heroes;
interpretation of the behavior of the story character in order to determine the
corresponding personal and moral quality on the card.

The study of the indicator of the stability of attitude to moral norms
during the discussion of mini-situations with moral content in the affective
component allowed us to see that the majority of children with ID showed
an average level (63.63%), and with ND - 91.66% showed a high level. It is
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interesting, in our opinion, that younger schoolchildren with ID most often
show a positive, less often neutral or negative emotional attitude to the
essence of the material in the story; they show insignificant and unstable
orientation skills when analyzing the emotional feelings of the characters
outlined in the story, provide not a primary analysis, but a secondary one;
they show an insufficiently active, mainly passive, unstable attitude,
temporary interest in stories and characters in them; they sometimes have a
positive adequate reaction to the behavior of the character; there is an
uninformed and inadequate, mainly chaotic choice of answer, which may
not correspond to the content of the story at all. It is characteristic of
children with ID to choose the second answer option (with ND - the first
option), which shows an unstable active or passive attitude of children
towards moral upbringing, although normally this attitude is mostly positive
and stable.

A study of the level of manifestation of moral upbringing by the
indicator of awareness and continuity of application of moral knowledge in
practical behavior in the activity-behavioral component during observation
of children's activities and analysis of adults' responses shows that a low
level is characteristic of 27.27% of children with intellectual disabilities, an
average level is characteristic of 72.72% of students with intellectual
disabilities and 20.83% of children with ND. Thus, a student with
intellectual disabilities is mainly not interested in independent activities with
moral content, he shows a low level of activity or passivity, he is not
sufficiently focused and not prepared to implement the rules of his own
behavior in society, his alienation during communication in the process of
inclusion in interpersonal interaction when performing various types of
activities (educational, creative, socially useful, etc.) is characteristic. The
child's emotional reactions to treatment are inadequate, fluid, and unstable;
they often migrate from positive or negative to neutral, regardless of the
situation presented to the child. Characteristic is a mostly positive, but not
sufficiently stable and temporary attitude towards moral norms; showing a
friendly attitude towards others only when they need something from them
or are afraid of them; a desire to cooperate in various types of activities, if
there are no conflict situations; the child has a positive attitude towards
teachers, educators or school staff only when they behave similarly to them
(by imitation); does not admit their own faults; does not know how to use
the acquired knowledge when solving a typical situation with moral content;
there are distractions to extraneous subjects and constant support from the
teacher; failure to fulfill their promises and rules of conduct, etc. The survey
of parents was superficial and not sufficiently adequate regarding the
behavior of their own child.
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5. CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER
RESEARCH

The development and correction of moral upbringing in primary school
students with ID is possible provided that the cognitive, affective, and
activity-behavioral components of moral upbringing are studied and
gradually formed. This process includes: a meaningful study of moral
terminology; understanding between personal and moral qualities and moral
concepts that are socially oriented. The development of children's emotional
and motivational attitude to moral activity requires the formation of their
interest in moral behavior, the development of a positive perception and
filling of the process of morality. The formation of the activity-behavioral
component of moral upbringing requires the development of skills and
habits of correct practical behavior, skills and habits of separating different
types of behavior in the process of interpersonal interaction and
communication during the performance of relevant activities, skills of
organizing one's own behavior in accordance with the norms and rules of
morality adopted in the relevant society.

The system of development, formation and correction of moral
upbringing in younger schoolchildren with intellectual disabilities is
effective precisely in the educational process. During educational activities,
it is possible to develop the components outlined by us in this nosology of
students (cognitive, affective, activity-behavioral) and indicators (full,
adequate and meaningful content of the concept of moral upbringing, a
stable attitude to moral norms, conscious and gradual use of moral qualities
and moral upbringing in practical behavior). It is the educational process
that provides and covers all the content, methods, organizational forms and
technologies that form moral upbringing in students, contribute to increasing
the adaptive and social capabilities of students with intellectual disabilities
in society. The created system of correctional and educational work in the
formation of moral upbringing provides for group and individual forms of
work, which depend on the age and individual characteristics of the
psychophysical development of students with intellectual disabilities and
includes various types of pedagogical assistance. The system provides for
correctional and educational classes that affect the increase in the level of
further cultural and moral adaptation and socialization of children.

The prospect of further research is a more systematic study of the level
of formation of moral upbringing in high school students with intellectual
disabilities, which will make it possible to organize correctional and
educational work with this category of children using pedagogical support

(appropriate selection of content, didactic and methodological support,
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taking into account the gradual formation of components of moral
development), and subsequently increase their level of adaptation and
socialization.

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The article highlights a special methodology for the formation of
knowledge and skills of tabular multiplication in students with unexpressed
intellectual development problems. The authors support the position that the
key to effective learning of mathematics by pupils with unexpressed
intellectual development problems of primary (mild intellectual disabilities)
and secondary (due to severe speech disorders) genesis, who have difficulties
in mastering this educational material, is correctly selected special methods of
forming this knowledge and skills. The methodology proposes to change the
sequence of familiarization of this category of students with tabular cases of
multiplication and, accordingly, division. The basis of its use is the formation
of positive motivation for this activity in children. This method is a form of
problem-based learning. It involves an unconventional organization of the
teacher's work on learning the multiplication table first by 2, then by 1, by 10,
then by 3 with an explanation of the permutational law of multiplication, and
then by 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 with a visual demonstration of the reduction in the
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number of multiplication cases that need to be memorized. In the process of
interaction, students with unexpressed intellectual development problems
develop a positive attitude towards this work. Observing that when studying
the multiplication table by 4, only 6 cases need to be memorized, by 5 - only
5 cases, and 9 - only 1 case, they develop positive motivations to work in
math lessons. Moreover, the lesson develops the ability not only to memorize
the material, but also shows easier ways to master it, and at a conscious level.
The authors do not claim the originality of the proposed methodology, but
believe that such an approach to learning one of the most difficult school
subjects, mathematics, can be useful. This motivational methodology can also
bring positive results in the work of teachers in inclusive classrooms, where
the specifics of the psychophysical development of students with special
educational needs must be taken into account. The study envisages further
testing of the proposed methodology to determine the dynamics of mastering
this material by children with unexpressed intellectual development problems
and further determining the peculiarities of their mastering this material.

RESEARCH ON THE LEVELS OF SPEECH DEVELOPMENT
IN CHILDREN WITH VISUAL IMPAIRMENTS

The article discusses the results of a study of speech skills in children
with combined disorders. A child learns the speech he hears around him,
selecting and adapting it to solve communicative tasks that arise in
accordance with his life needs at a certain stage of development. It is the
development of communicative activity that determines the formation of
speech, and not vice versa. The speech of children of the same age, but with
different levels of development of communicative skills, differs
significantly. In contrast, the speech of children of different ages, who are at
the same level of communicative activity, has similar characteristics - lexical
composition, grammatical complexity and sentence construction. This is
explained by the fact that typical tasks for each level of communication form
a selective perception and assimilation of the speech features that children
hear. Therefore, for the development of speech, it is important not only to
offer a variety of speech material, but also to set new communication tasks
that stimulate the use of new speech tools.

The study found that children with combined disorders have
underdevelopment of the content side of speech, sound pronunciation,
lexical-grammatical structure and vocabulary. These disorders are due to
significant vision problems caused by dysfunction of the visual analyzer, as
well as early speech underdevelopment. Most children in the experimental
group had a low level of cognitive activity: children rarely asked questions,
their speech was slowed down, and speech initiative was almost absent.
Answers to questions were delayed, simplified and often inaccurate.
Vocabulary, especially verbs, was limited. Children did not show interest in
speech contacts during walks and games. In general, preschoolers with
combined disorders were not sufficiently oriented in communicative
situations associated with various types of activities.

Key words: speech development, speech skills, preschooler, combined
disorders.
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1. INTRODUCTION

Problem statement. Speech diagnostics of a preschooler and
organization of assistance from adults require taking into account various
but important characteristics of the psyche, which provide the child with the
possibility of speech communication. The child is constantly in the process
of forming mental qualities and simultaneously developing forms and means
of communication. The parameters of the speech attitude of a preschooler
are proposed from the position of a communicative approach to the
development of speech means. The main principle of this approach is the
statement that interpersonal interaction is the basis of mutual understanding.
It is impossible to comprehend another person outside of personal contact
with him. T. Pirozhenko notes that the goal and result of speech interaction
is understanding, which is possible only under the conditions of establishing
interpersonal relationships. All motives of communication - personal,
activity or cognitive - to achieve this goal require both the establishment of
interpersonal contact and the choice of appropriate speech means [4].

The speech of children with combined developmental disorders usually
has significant deviations. The most common speech therapy diagnosis is
systemic speech underdevelopment of moderate or severe degree, which
includes violations of the content side of speech, pronunciation of sounds,
lexical-grammatical structure and limited vocabulary. Such speech disorders
are caused by serious visual defects associated with dysfunction of the visual
analyzer. As E. Synyova notes, early speech underdevelopment in such
children is manifested in the following aspects: lack of speech or insufficient
vocabulary; inability to form visual associations between words and images,
which complicates understanding and leads to a limited active vocabulary
(for example, a child cannot describe silver snow due to the lack of its
perception); lack of visual images negatively affects the ability to retain
complex statements in speech memory. In addition, a delay in the formation
of praxis, gnosis and spatial orientation disrupts the development of
articulation skills. Visual impairment limits a child's motor activity, which
narrows their ability to communicate with the environment, complicates
speech interaction, and reduces the quality of the social environment. All of
these factors negatively affect the formation of mental processes, including
speech development [7].

Analysis of recent research and publications. From the point of view
of speech therapy diagnostics, the speech of children with combined
disorders 1s defined as a systemic underdevelopment of severe or moderate
degree. As noted in their studies by E. Sobotovich, V. Tyshchenko and
others, the presence of intellectual disorders or mental retardation affects the
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general functional mechanisms of speech activity. This leads to primary
difficulties in the formation of verbal actions and speech operations, which
are closely related to cognitive activity. Accordingly, the correctional work
of a speech therapist with preschoolers who have combined disorders should
include areas aimed at stimulating cognitive functions [9].

O. Davydova emphasizes the need to include sensory actions in the
process of correcting severe speech disorders in preschoolers. She notes that
thanks to sensory actions (visual, tactile, auditory perception), generalized
methods of assimilation of systematized knowledge are formed. In the case
of disorders of sensory functions, in particular vision, there is a need to
activate the child's cognitive processes, including their sensory basis. L.
Vavina, E. Synev emphasized the mandatory inclusion of sensory behavior
in the process of correcting severe speech disorders in preschool children,
systematized it on the basis of sensory behavior (visual, tactile, auditory
examination), which indicates that it is possible to learn general methods of
knowledge formation [1;6]. Children with sensory disorders, especially with
visual impairments, face the problem of stimulating cognitive processes with
the involvement of sensory bases.

The purpose of the article is to study and describe the levels of speech
development of preschoolers with visual impairments.

2. THEORETICAL BASIS OF THE RESEARCH

In the scientific literature, the state of speech development in children
with profound visual impairments is determined by four levels. It is
emphasized that the proposed speech levels do not reflect the gradual
formation of speech, when one level follows another. They indicate the
peculiarities of the content of speech and the structure of speech impairment,
which are characteristic of the same age groups of 6-8-year-old children
with visual impairments. I. Gudym, L. Vavina note that the levels are
arranged according to the principle from high to lower [5].

The first level of speech development of children with visual pathology
Is characterized by the presence of developed speech with sufficient
vocabulary and correct phonetic design (with the exception of 1-2 sounds);
children with this level have formed the correspondence of word and image,
the ability to use grammatical categories, the ability to compose stories.
Violations of sound pronunciation in these children are insignificant and can
manifest themselves in the form of functional disorders of whistling and
hissing sounds, [R] and [L]. At a high qualitative level, these children have
auditory differentiation of sounds and, in most cases, phonemic analysis,
synthesis and representation. Children fully understand the speech of people
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around them. All of them successfully cope with tasks aimed at determining
the quality of expressive speech.

The coherent speech of these children is characterized by the use of
multi-word sentences, elaboration, normal pace and rhythm. In conversation,
in play, in educational activities, these children demonstrate speech activity
and independence. Non-speech symptoms in children with visual
impairments with the first speech level are not pronounced: spatial
orientation is complete; general motor skills, coordination, balance and fine
motor skills of the hands, speech motor skills are well developed. The
qualitative state of these indicators correlates with the state of sound
pronunciation and speech in general.

The correlation of normal speech development with different age
indicators, different degrees and times of visual impairment indicates minor
speech disorders. Individual cases of sound pronunciation disorders in
children with developed speech are not associated with loss or vision loss
(the degree of vision loss may be high, and speech disorders are mild).

The second level of speech development in children with visual
impairment is characterized by the presence of all the basic components of
speech, but the vocabulary is somewhat limited, there are difficulties in
using grammatical categories, composing extended sentences and stories;
there are many violations of sound pronunciation, phonetic analysis and
synthesis. Children with this speech level are burdened with a significant
number of phonemic disorders, which manifest themselves in whistling and
hissing sounds, rotacisms, lambdacisms, as well as parasigmatisms,
pararotacisms, paralambdacisms; disorders in the pronunciation of voiced
and voiceless sounds. In speech, there is an incorrect use of individual
sounds, replacement of sounds with similar ones in terms of articulatory and
acoustic features, and a violation of auditory and articulatory differentiation
of phonemes is observed.

Violation of the phonetic level of speech in children of this group is not
a consequence of gross morphological changes in the articulatory apparatus
and hearing. At the same time, they have insufficiently formed auditory
differentiation of sounds and speech-auditory representations. 1. Gudym, L.
Vavina indicate that violations of auditory differentiation concern mainly
hissing, whistling sounds, [R] and [L] [5].

Many children, answering the question “Come up with words for the
given sound”, in addition to the correct answers, give incorrect answers. All
these features complicate the mastery of phonemic analysis and synthesis. If
children in this group can quite easily separate a word from a sentence, can
say exactly how many words are in a sentence and which word follows it,
then operations with syllables and sounds are difficult for them. The greatest
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difficulties are caused by the request to determine the sequence of sounds in
a word. A significant part of children cannot cope with the task of syllabic
synthesis (for example, when children are asked to form a word from the
given syllables in a broken sequence, they simply try to guess the word).
Sound synthesis is even more difficult (for example, almost all children
form the word “mouth” from sounds presented in a disturbed sequence —
[T], [O], [R], not the word “mouth”, but the more familiar word ‘“cake”).
Many children generally refuse to complete the task of composing words
and sounds. The above-mentioned violations of the phonetic-phonemic side
of speech do not affect children's understanding of the speech of others (with
the exception of the use of prepositions, the misunderstanding of which is a
consequence of the lack of formation of spatial representations).

The expressive speech of these children is also characterized by a fairly
complete qualitative level, although their vocabulary is poorer than that of
children with the first level (naming no more than 98% of the names of the
proposed objects, pictures or toys). The nominative function of the word is
presented within sufficient limits and the generalizing function of the word
Is approximately the same. Children have difficulties in declension of nouns
by numbers, in using the case forms of masculine and feminine nouns, in
using verbs in the past tense.

The coherent speech of children is at the level of using one-, two- and
three-word sentences. There are practically no detailed stories. Speech is
concise, laconic, narrations without special emotional coloring. Speech,
game or educational activities of children of the outlined group have a lower
level of activity, independence. In general, speech development is at a
sufficiently high quality level, however, the pace of general development is
somewhat lagging behind age norms. According to E. Synyova, there are no
gross violations in general motor skills and fine motor skills of hands,
speech motor skills, but their significant unformedness and low quality of
fine motor skills are observed, which in many cases can explain the above-
mentioned state of sound pronunciation in these children [7].

Third level: all components of speech are limited, poor vocabulary,
inconsistency of word and image, use of one- and two-word sentences.
Children with this speech level have many phonetic disorders in speech. In
most cases, auditory differentiation of sounds is impaired. Phonemic
representations are insufficiently formed or absent. Violations of auditory
differentiation, as in children with the second level, most often concern
hissing and whistling sounds, [R] and [L]. However, violations in the
formation of phonemic representations are more pronounced: children
cannot come up with more than one word for a given sound, or do not
perform this task. The unformedness of the processes of phonemic analysis
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and synthesis in these children is strongly expressed quantitatively and
qualitatively. The concept of "word" is unformed, it is impossible to
determine the number and sequence of words in a sentence. A similar
situation is manifested in operations with syllables and sounds: children do
not independently perform tasks on syllabic and sound synthesis.

Not all children fully understand the speech of those around them.
Expressive speech is characterized by a poor vocabulary (naming no more
than 75-85% of presented objects, drawings or toys). At a low level (no
more than 80%) the nominative and generalizing functions of the word are
presented, and most often children do not generalize words in the categories
of "shoes" and "furniture". Most children in this group perform tasks on
changing nouns by numbers, using case forms of nouns with help and make
a significant number of mistakes. Word formation is also possible only with
help. They make many mistakes in the use of prepositions. According to E.
Sobotovich, V. Tyshchenko, the coherent speech of these children is reduced
to listing or using one- and two-word sentences, there are no detailed stories;
there are no comparisons, emotionality in retelling [9].

The speech characteristics of these children discussed above indicate
their significant lag behind age norms. There is a significant lack of
formation of general motor skills (improper coordination, balance, etc.) and
fine motor skills. This state of the considered parameters explains the lack of
formation of speech indicators (especially sound pronunciation).

Poorly operating with sounds, children have difficulty coping with
word formation and word change tasks. Oral speech has a weak emotional
coloring. Difficulties in operating with sounds and syllables cause children's
insecurity, which manifests itself in speech retardation. In the future, the
difficulty of forming visual, motor and auditory images of sound and word
often complicates the correlation of sound and letter. Limited or lack of
visual experience, which develops against the background of other negative
factors, leads to a decrease in the pace and level of speech development, as
well as to the slowed formation of object images. L. Vavina points out that
the development of other mental processes is interconnected with and
conditioned by the delayed development of speech [1].

The fourth level is the use of only individual words or their parts.
Children with this speech level have numerous violations of the phonetic
level of speech. All children have no auditory differentiation of sounds,
phonemic representations. Children cannot come up with words for a given
sound. Given this qualitative characteristic of phonetic-phonemic
representations, there is a complete lack of formation of the processes of
phonemic analysis and synthesis. The lack of formation of the concepts of
"word", "syllable", "sound" is noted, which makes it impossible to perform
any operations with these concepts when performing the corresponding
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tasks. Children have a reduced understanding of speech. E. Synyova
indicates that their expressive speech is limited (nhaming no more than 55-
65% of the presented objects, drawings and toys, mainly in babbling) [7].

Coherent speech is at the level of naming individual words. Given this
state of speech, it is impossible to speak of any performance by these
children of tasks aimed at identifying the qualitative characteristics of the
grammatical level of speech. The speech characteristics of children
considered above indicate their sharply expressed gross lag behind the age
norms of speech development in 6-8-year-old children. According to L.
Vavina, there is also underdevelopment of general motor skills and fine
motor skills of hands, speech motor skills [1]. So, the speech of children
with the outlined speech level is characterized by a distinctly pronounced
phonetic and lexical-grammatical underdevelopment. Extremely poor and
distorted vocabulary. Children experience difficulties in independent speech:
they skip words, underspeak or remain silent. There are numerous violations
of the phonetic level of speech: gross defects in sound pronunciation and
auditory differentiation of sounds, significant difficulties in phonetic
analysis of words due to underdevelopment of elementary forms of
phonemic analysis and synthesis. Observations of typhlopedagogues,
defectologists and speech therapists indicate that the development of
children with the fourth speech level significantly lags behind the age norm.
Their cognitive activity should be constantly stimulated by adults.

3. RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

As an experimental group, we identified a group of preschool children
(sixth and seventh years of life) in the amount of 12 people, who, according
to the findings of the Inclusive Resource Center, had combined disorders.
All preschoolers in the study group have a combination of intellectual
disability, pathology of the visual analyzer, and general speech
underdevelopment.

A 5-point system for evaluating the results was introduced for
conducting the examination. Under the conditions of correct performance of
the tasks, the child should receive 325 points. The indicators for determining
the level of speech development were as follows:

- high level (5 points) - the child independently completed all tasks;

- sufficient level (4 points) - the child completed 3 tasks independently,
the rest - after clarifications from an adult;

- average level (3 points) - the child independently completed 2 tasks
after clarifications from an adult;

- level below average (2 points) - the child independently completed 1
task after clarifications from an adult;
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- low level (1 point) — the child did not complete the task
independently, requires clarification from an adult before completing other
tasks;

- critical level (0 points) — refusal to complete the task.

The purpose of this examination is to check the nominative function of
speech of children with combined disorders, the formation of possessive,
qualitative, relative adjectives, the ability to compose phrases (sentences)
based on pictures.

In the first task, the speech therapist asked the child to name the
pictures in order and answer with only one word.

The second task was to name the action based on the pictures. The
speech therapist asked the child to say in one word what the characters in the
pictures are doing.

The third task was to form possessive adjectives from nouns using
questions like: “If a dog has a dog’s paw, then whose is a wolf’s?” etc.

The fourth task is to form qualitative adjectives. The speech therapist
offers the child a task like: “Tell me, are they called cunning for cunning,
and greedy for greed?” etc.

The fifth task is to form relative adjectives. The speech therapist offers
the child a task like: “Tell me, if raspberry jam is raspberry, then cherry jam
is what kind?” etc.

The sixth task is to compose phrases based on pictures. The speech
therapist offers the child to tell what is drawn in the picture.

4. RESEARCH RESULTS

The levels of development of speech skills in children with combined
disorders are distributed in points as follows: high level: 273-325 points;
sufficient level: 218-272 points; average level: 163-217 points; level below
average: 109-162 points; low level: 55-108 points; critical level: 0-54
points.

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No child reached a high or sufficient level of speech development (0%).
The average level was found in 8% of children, the level below average in
33%, the low level in 17%, and the critical level in 42% of children. Figure
1 presents the distribution of speech development levels among preschoolers
with combined disorders.

The results of the study revealed significant differences in the state of
speech activity of children in the experimental group. Tasks such as “What
is in the group?”, “What is on the street?”, “What is in the bag?” helped to
assess the knowledge of blind children about objects that fill their familiar
space (toys, furniture, dishes, clothes). Both children correctly named
objects that were familiar to them, such as toys (doll, car, cubes, cradle,
children's furniture and dishes) and clothes (tights, dress, shirt, pants, hat,
gloves, jacket). However, they could name less familiar objects only with
the help of adults. Verb vocabulary was assessed through didactic games
and exercises, such as “Who moves how?”, “Who does what?”, as well as in
practical activities (“What did we do?”, “What will we do?”). Children
demonstrated positive results only in naming verbs that directly relate to
their life in the orphanage and everyday situations.

In the game “Tell me which one?” blind children explored the named
objects tactilely or by taste and named their properties. They used such
qualitative adjectives as “small”, “big”, as well as some taste characteristics,
such as “sweet” and “bitter”.

Thus, the study showed that 11 of the examined children actively used
nouns, verbs and adjectives, and one child only partially used nouns and
verbs. However, blind children often could not correctly correlate words
with images of objects. From the stimulated examination, an active
vocabulary and quantitative composition of parts of speech were
determined. This allows us to conclude that the level of speech development
of children is at a low level.

An important aspect of individual diagnostics (in situations of
stimulated speech) was that the child performed the task with the help of an
adult. It should be noted that we provided a special format of support, when
the experimenter found out what the child could not do on his own, but was
able to do with the help of an adult. This approach made it possible to
determine not only the current level of development of the child, but also
what he could achieve with support, outlining his “zone of proximal
development”. Based on the results obtained, conclusions were drawn
regarding another important component - learnability, that is, the child's
ability to master grammatical knowledge in cooperation with an adult,
willingness to accept help and the speed of mastering new ways of acting.
We believe that the examination of the grammatical structure of the speech
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of a preschool child with complex disorders is impossible without taking
into account his lexical stock. For this purpose, the basic methodological
principles aimed at understanding, using and applying grammatical
categories by children were applied.

Firstly, we took into account a comprehensive approach. This requires a
comprehensive study and assessment of the speech activity of a preschool
child by various specialists (teacher, defectologist, speech therapist,
methodologist). Achieving such a level of assessment is possible in the
structure of a specially organized study, which allows for the exchange of
diagnostic information, to work out optimal methods and techniques of
professional interaction (both correction and further development of speech).

Secondly, a holistic, systemic analysis. It is known that the
development of speech in a preschool child is closely related to such mental
processes as: perception of different modalities, memory, thinking, etc.
Depending on the speed of formation of a particular mental process, the
range of individual differences in speech development also varies. Thus, V.
Tyshchenko notes that a child may be late in the formation of sound
pronunciation, but ahead of the vocabulary (both active and passive), there
may be agrammatisms, etc. Given this, diagnostic methods provided for the
study of various aspects of speech [10].

Thirdly, the principle of dynamic learning was applied. This principle is
based on the proposition about the general patterns of child development and
the tasks of the actual and proximal development zone. Based on these
propositions, we used the method of correlation analysis, thanks to which we
can draw conclusions about the effectiveness of speech influence.

5. CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER
RESEARCH

The results of the study revealed the following features: most children
in the experimental group had low cognitive activity, they almost did not ask
questions. Children's speech was slow, and speech initiative was extremely
rare. Children answered the questions asked after pauses, often ineptly or
unclearly, using simplified speech constructions. Restrictions were also
found in the choice of vocabulary, especially verbs. During walks and play
activities, children did not demonstrate interest in communicative contacts.
In  communication situations related to various types of activities,
preschoolers in the experimental group were not sufficiently oriented. The
composition of the active vocabulary was characterized by a significant
predominance of nouns and verbs, while adjectives (mostly qualitative) and
functional parts of speech were used in small quantities. This state of the
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lexical stock was insufficient for constructing coherent statements and
creating grammatical and syntactic connections. At the same time, a positive
sign was that all children in the experimental group used auxiliary non-
verbal means of communication (facial expressions, gestures), which
indicates the presence of search activity in speech situations.

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Formation of special education is a hard process, which reaches it’s root
from the epoch of antiquity to this day. Reforms in educational space, the
aftermaths of war and growth of the amount of individuals with speech
disorders, require competent speech therapists, ready to effectively implement
acquired knowledge and skill in practical activity with kids and adults. The
speech therapy education was developed within defectology for a long time,
therefore, at first, the training was carried out specifically for defectologists, in
particular, higher defectology education in Ukraine is connected with the
opening of the Froebel Women's Pedagogical Institute. Gradually, departments
began to appear at other higher education institutions , who were engaged in the
training of defectological personnel, and so they did for speech therapists,
however, due to difficult historical events, there were no systematicity in these
processes. Nowadays speech therapists following the master’s degree program
can prepare in 27 universities of Ukraine. The preparation of specialists of a
speech therapy profile in modern Ukraine is carried out in accordance to the
Bolona system, standards for the first (bachelor’s degree) and second (master’s
degree) levels of high education, and since recently, the professional standard for
the group of professions «Teacher-speech therapisty, «Speech therapisty will
also be taken into account. The article highlights the peculiarities of the training
of speech therapist teachers under the master’s degree program "Special
education. Speech therapy" in the Zhytomyr state university named after Ivan
Franko. The general information and content of the educational and professional
program, the attitude to its content of the higher education students studying
under it were studied. Within the framework of the conducted research, among
students of full-time and part-time forms of higher education, the peculiarities of
the professional orientation of students were studied, the cycle of mandatory
(professional) and optional disciplines was analyzed, the level of practical
training under the educational and professional program, the quality of the
organization of the educational process in general was studied.

SPEECH THERAPY SUPPORT FOR CHILDREN WITH SPEECH
DISORDERS IN THE SCIENTIFIC AND PRACTICAL CENTER
CONDITIONS

The growth in the number of children with speech disorders and the
limited opportunities for them to receive speech therapy assistance in
preschool institutions, including in connection with military operations in
Ukraine, make the problem of speech therapy support extremely relevant. In
this study, we will present the work results of Scientific and Practical Center
of Speech Therapy Department of Sumy State Pedagogical University
named after A. S. Makarenko, aimed at solving the above-mentioned
problem.
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The research purpose is finding out the optimal conditions and forms
of organizing speech therapy work with preschoolers who have speech
disorders, and analyzing the effectiveness of the Scientific and Practical
Center in this area.

The research is based on the scientific sources analysis, the speech
therapy results diagnostics and statistical processing of the data obtained.
The work substantiates the need to include elements of sensory integration
in the speech therapy process. Based on the close relationship between
sensory and speech development, and also taking into account the fact that
sensory information processing disorders can cause speech problems, the
authors suggest using the sensory integration method as one of the effective
means of correcting speech disorders in preschool children.

The period of children’s presence in the center was determined
individually depending on the complexity of the speech disorder and was at
least a year. Classes were conducted in an individual format. Of the 87
children who participated in the research, 65 successfully completed the
correction program or demonstrated significant progress. 33 children were
enrolled in speech therapy groups of preschool educational institutions. The
remaining 32 children were discharged with a sufficient level of speech
development, which gave them the opportunity to continue their education
and upbringing in mass educational institutions. 22 children who
participated in the research currently continue to attend the center. 17 of
them have good positive development dynamics, and only 5 children have
insignificant development dynamics.

The center’s activities results represent the the scientific and practical
center effectiveness and the relevance of creating similar institutions in
Ukraine.

Keywords: speech therapy; children with speech disorders; scientific
and practical center; preschool age; speech development, sensory
integration.

INTRODUCTION

The issue of the speech activity formation in children with speech
disorders is one of the priorities in modern pedagogy. This problem has been
studied in detail by domestic and foreign scientists, in particular:
L. Vygotsky [1], V. Tarasun [2], M. Sheremet [3], JA. Dennis,
J.J.V. Charlton, J. Law [4], K. Boyse [5], R. J. McCauley, M. E. Fey,
R. B. Gillam [6] N. Pakhomova, I. Baranets, I. Okhrimenko, L. Rudenko,
L. Stakhova, L.Moroz [7] and other researchers. For the successful
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integration of such children into the educational process, it is necessary to
provide them with individual speech therapy support both in educational
institutions and outside them, including in specialized development centers.

In their research, T. Falasenidi and M. Kozak analyzed both Ukrainian
and foreign experience in organizing remedial classes, taking into account the
sensory system peculiarities of children with special needs. The authors also
paid attention to the issues of introducing the concept of sensory integration
into various areas, in particular, into psychological and pedagogical practice,
and to the study of ways of using this term in various studies [8]. T. Skrypny’s
research is devoted to the using sensory integration possibilities improving
development (in particular, speech) in children with autism [9]. N. Lytvyn, O.
Boretska and O. Soyko emphasize that sensory integration in combination with
other methods is an effective rehabilitation means of children with special
educational needs, creating a favorable educational environment [10].
According to our research, in Sumy region about 76% of children who attend
compensatory groups have problems with speech development. This figure is
quite high, but probably does not reflect the real situation. Our data show that
about 16% of children in mass groups also have speech disorders, but do not
receive the necessary speech therapy assistance for various reasons, including
the martial law introduction in Ukraine.

Parents of children with speech disorders are increasingly turning to
specialized centers. The Scientific and Practical Center of Speech Therapy
Department of Sumy State Pedagogical University named after
A. S. Makarenko is one of the leading institutions providing speech therapy
assistance to children with various speech disorders. In addition to direct
work with children, the center organizes consultations for parents and
practicing speech therapists, prepares children for school and is a base for
student scientific research.

It has been considered appropriate to highlight the experience and
results of our center’s work on the issue of speech therapy support for
preschool children with speech disorders.

The research purpose.

The research purpose is analyzing the work organization and results
on speech therapy support for preschoolers with speech disorders of
Scientific and Practical Center of Speech Therapy Department of Sumy
State Pedagogical University named after A. S. Makarenko.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

Both theoretical and empirical methods were used in the research
process. Theoretical analysis of scientific literature allowed us to determine
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modern ideas about the structure, mechanisms and features of speech
development in preschoolers with speech disorders, as well as the features of
their mental development. The empirical study part included children’s
observations, parents’ interviews and questionnaires to clarify the speech
disorders causes, the conditions of raising children and parental expectations
regarding correctional work. In addition, a psychological and pedagogical
experiment was conducted, which allowed us to substantiate the need to
create individual speech correction programs for each child. The data
obtained were processed using statistical methods.

Various aspects of the problem under research are presented in the
works of Ukrainian and foreign scientists. Thus, some methodological
problems of modern historical and pedagogical research in the field of
correctional pedagogy are highlighted in the works of M. Suprun [12].
V. Synev investigates the personality formation issue in various forms of
dysontogenesis [13]. The corrective training issue in the speech
development of children of younger preschool age with meneral speech
underdevelopment (GSU) is covered in the works by Yu. Ribtsun [14].

In the context of domestic science, the concept of “speech therapy
support of the family” was first introduced by researcher V. Kyslychenko,
who formulated a clear definition of this concept, describing a set of
measures aimed at supporting families raising children with speech disorders
[15]. V. Kyslychenko defined speech therapy support as systematic work of
a speech therapist with a child and his family, aimed at correcting speech
disorders. Important components of such support are informing, consulting
parents, and direct speech therapy assistance to the child. A. Arendaruk
emphasizes the importance of developing detailed areas of speech therapy
support for primary school children with severe speech disorders, especially
in inclusive education. The researcher argues that such support should be
long-term, systematic and involve close cooperation between the speech
therapist and teachers and the child’s family [16].

In this view, we conducted the research of the work effectiveness of
Scientific and Practical Center of Speech Therapy Department of Sumy
State Pedagogical University named after A. S. Makarenko regarding speech
therapy support for preschool children with speech disorders and the
integration of sensory classes into speech therapy work.

It should be noted that Scientific and Practical Center carries out a
wide range of activities, including: providing speech therapy and
psychological assistance, preparing children for school, consulting
specialists, conducting scientific research, training personnel and financial
support. The center has two speech therapy rooms equipped with modern
equipment that meets all the requirements of the Ministry of Education of

Ukraine (Order 05/13/1993 No. 135, Appendix 5).

Speech therapy work is aimed at developing speech skills in children
with special needs that will allow them to communicate and learn
successfully. The methods choice and techniques of speech therapy work
depends on the specific type and degree of speech impairment.

Scientific and Practical Center of Speech Therapy Department of the
Sumy State Pedagogical University named after A. S. Makarenko has been
operating since January 2016. In 2023-2024, 87 children aged 3 to 6 (7)
years have received speech therapy assistance. The main speech therapy
diagnosis of the pupils was speech impairment of varying severity:

- children who lack phrasal speech — general speech
underdevelopment (level | GSU) — 16 people;

- children who have phrasal speech with significant violations of the
lexical-grammatical and phonetic-phonemic aspects of speech (level i
GSU) — 24 people;

- children who have developed phrasal speech with violations of the
lexical-grammatical and phonetic-phonemic aspects of speech (level 11l
GSU) — 37 people;

- children who have impaired sound pronunciation and phonemic
processes — 10 people.

Currently, 28 children are being received speech therapy assistance at
the center to correct the identified violations. Of these, 6 children have been
attending classes recently, so their results will not be reflected in the general
statistics.

After successfully completing classes at the center, children continue
their education in general educational institutions on a par with their peers.

When enrolling children, a comprehensive speech development
assessment was carried out. Direct speech therapy examination of the child
was carried out in accordance with the stages proposed by K. Krutiy [17].

At the initial research stage, data on the child were collected using
various methods: questionnaires to parents, interviews, study of medical
documentation, etc. This allowed us to obtain a complete picture of the
child’s development.

By means of the parents’ questionnaire survey, we aim to obtain
comprehensive information about the child, including his/her early
development, the impact of negative factors on him/her, as well as the
willingness of parents to cooperate in the process of correcting speech
disorders.

The interview and questionnaire provided an opportunity to form an
idea of the child’s personality as a whole, as well as the conditions of his/her
education, upbringing and development. It was determined that the children
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majority (54 people) do not attend special institutions or compensatory
groups for various reasons. Thus, 8 children were not able to work with a
speech therapist, because there is no such specialist at their residencial place.

It should be noted that three of these eight children did not even attend a
mass preschool educational institution. The parents of two children attributed
this to the inability of teachers to establish contact with the child, because the
latter lacked expressive speech; one child does not attend kindergarten due to
forced evacuation from their residencial place due to the war.

23 children attend compensatory groups for children with speech
disorders, but parents consider it necessary to provide the child with the
opportunity to engage in additional activities in order to improve the
correctional work results.

The remaining children (46 people) attended mass groups of
preschool educational institutions. Almost all of these children were offered
to transfer to speech therapy groups, but parents either did not sufficiently
consciously relate to the defect of their children, or were afraid of
transferring due to ignorance.

Some of the children (4 people) were recommended to transfer to
special educational institutions, because they had a delay in psychophysical
development. However, the parents refused this opportunity for personal
reasons and therefore their children remained in mass groups of preschool
educational institutions.

It should also be noted that 3 children sought help quite late (after 5
years), although all of them had a severe speech disorder (general speech
underdevelopment of the I level).

The differential stage purpose was to distinguish children with
primary speech disorders from children with other problems, such as
intellectual or hearing impairments. For this purpose, intellectual abilities
examinations, hearing, and analysis of non-speech processes were
conducted. Subsequently, an examination of the leading components of the
speech system was carried out, the results of which substantiated the speech
therapy conclusion.

A comprehensive speech therapy examination allowed us to obtain a
complete picture of the child’s speech development, including an analysis of
speech comprehension, vocabulary, grammatical structures, coherent
speech, phonemic hearing, and sound pronunciation. Speech, picture, and
toy diagnostic material was selected according to the children’s age.

The 3rd final, clarifying stage included dynamic observation of the
child in special education and upbringing conditions.

The period of children’s presence in the center depended on the
severity of the defect. Each child attended classes for at least 1 year.
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Classes in the center were conducted only individually. The lesson
duration in accordance with the Order of the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine dated 04/20/2015 No. 446 “On approval of the
maximum allowable educational load on a child in preschool educational
institutions of various types and forms of ownership” in the younger group
(4th year’s age) is no more than 15 minutes, in the middle (5th year’s age) —
20 minutes, in the older group — 25 minutes. We adhered to these
requirements, however, taking into account the child individual capabilities,
we could increase the lesson duration by 5-10 minutes.

Work with the child had a certain specificity, it was based on the
following principles: 1) personal orientation — orientation on the child, his
individual characteristics; 2) emotional support — creation of an emotionally
comfortable atmosphere during the lesson; 3) interaction of the center’s
specialists with parents; 4) game context of the lesson — creation of positive
motivation for learning.

A variety of games create a favorable environment for natural
language acquisition. In our center, we use a wide range of games aimed at
the fine motor skills development, hearing, cognitive processes and other
important skills.

In working with game material, we were guided by the statements
about the leading activities of L. Vygotsky and the results of research by
J. Beskow, S. Alexanderson, K. Stefanov and others [18]. Using games and
game exercises, we took into account that the game task should be related to
the educational goal, correspond to the child’s age and be understandable
due to the clear rules formulation.

In corrective work to overcome speech disorders, we use the following
tools: mnemonics [19]; eidetics; correction tables by N. Gavrish [20]; tables
for composing stories by O. Bilan, K. Krutiy [21]; sand animation;
groupotherapy; finger and puppet theater according to the methods of
A. Kravchenko and K. Zelinska [22], etc.

Correctional work is aimed at the gradual formation of correct
pronunciation and speech skills in a child. The speech therapist’s tasks are
determined by the individual characteristics of each child’s speech
development and are aimed at:

I. In case of general speech underdevelopment of the first level —
laying the speech foundation (speech understanding development,
statements stimulation and simple phrases formation).

I1. In case of general speech underdevelopment of the second level —
expanding speech capabilities (improving grammatical structures, enriching
the vocabulary and clarifying sound pronunciation).

I11. In case of general speech underdevelopment of the third level —
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improving grammatical structures, enriching the vocabulary and clarifying
sound pronunciation.

To overcome violations of sound pronunciation and phonemic
processes, work is carried out on the development of phonemic hearing,
correction of pronunciation, mastering the basics of literacy and improving
vocabulary and grammar.

Classes using sensory integration elements offer children an exciting
world of sensations and discoveries. Through a variety of sensory
experiences (touching different textures, listening to sounds, observing
colors and shapes), we stimulate not only the speech apparatus, but also
develop cognitive processes, fine motor skills, coordination of movements
and emotional intelligence. The complex effect of sensory integration
contributes to the overall child’s development, helping him to better adapt to
the world around him and successfully overcome speech difficulties.
Sensory games help create a positive emotional background, relieve stress
and increase motivation for learning. Thanks to an individual approach, each
child gets the opportunity to develop at his own pace and achieve success.

The sensory integration method in speech therapy is a comprehensive
technique that involves the sequential stimulation of all senses to achieve
harmonious interaction between them. Thanks to this, we activate cognitive
processes, develop all components of speech and effectively correct speech
disorders.

For example, thanks to “gastronomic” articulation gymnastics,
children enrich their vocabulary, improve grammar, and develop dialogical
and monologue speech skills, which helps overcome speech difficulties.

To consolidate the sounds in a child’s speech, you can use sensory
paths. Walking along them with various speech tasks not only automates the
sounds, but also makes the lessons more interesting and effective.

To complicate the task, children are offered to stand on a balance beam
and recite rhymes and poems. To complicate the task, the child can be offered
to catch a ball and recite poems or rhymes while standing on a balance beam.
This not only develops speech, but also improves coordination.

On the basis of Scientific and Practical Center of Speech Therapy
Department of Sumy State Pedagogical University named after
A. S. Makarenko, advisory assistance is also provided to parents regarding
the correction of speech disorders and the development of cognitive,
emotional-volitional mental processes, educational motivation of children at
home in accordance with the specialists’ recommendations. In this work, we
actively use the foreign scientists’ experience [23]. In order to consolidate
the skills and abilities acquired in classes, work is offered using home
speech therapy notebooks developed by the head of the center and a
specialist of a preschool educational institution.
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RESEARCH RESULTS

Thus, the research involved 87 children with severe and moderate
systemic speech underdevelopment. Of these, 65 (75%) children
successfully mastered the program for correcting speech activity and
psychological problems proposed by the center’s specialists. The reserch
results are presented in the form of a table (Table 1) and a diagram (Fig. 1).

33 children (38%) were enrolled in speech therapy groups of preschool
educational institutions. These children had significant improvements in the
speech activity development, the entire cognitive and personal sphere, but
needed further correctional work. We managed to convey to the parents that
the child’s presence in specially created conditions and systematic
correctional work will contribute to the their child harmonious development.

The remaining 32 (37%) children were discharged with a sufficient
level of speech and psychosocial development, which gave them the
opportunity to continue their education and upbringing in mass educational
institutions.

22 (25%) children who participated in the research currently continue
to attend the center. 14 (16%) of them have good positive development
dynamics, and 8 (9%) children have insignificant development dynamics.
This picture is due to a number of reasons: late start of correctional work;
body intoxication; parents’ insufficiently responsible attitude to the child’s
defect; parents’ negligent attitude to correctional classes.

The results of the work are discussed quarterly at meetings of Speech
Therapy Department; presented at methodological meetings; academic
councils of the Educational and Scientific Institute of Physical Culture (and
the Academic Councils of Sumy State Pedagogical University named after
A. S. Makarenko. The results were also repeatedly presented at meetings of
the methodological association of speech therapist teachers of preschool
education institutions of Sumy.

The experience of organizing speech therapy assistance for preschool
children with speech disorders on the basis of Scientific and Practical Center
of Speech Therapy Department of Sumy State Pedagogical University
named after A. S. Makarenko proves that the creation of specialized
extracurricular institutions for children with speech disorders is an effective
way to help them develop speech, cognitive abilities and the sensorimotor
sphere. The issue of children with special needs visiting development
centers becomes especially relevant during the war in Ukraine, which makes
a full-fledged educational process impossible.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER
RESEARCH

During the research of the speech therapy state support for children
with speech disorders in scientific and practical centers, we analyzed
scientific publications and statistical data on the number of children
receiving corrective assistance. It was found out that the creating practical
centers problem as an alternative form of corrective influence on the child is
currently insufficiently researched and, at the same time, quite relevant.

During the research, we studied in detail the activities of Scientific and
Practical Center of Speech Therapy Department of Sumy State Pedagogical
University named after A.S. Makarenko, which was aimed at speech
therapy support for preschool children with speech disorders. The center
work included diagnostics, individual correction programs development and
direct speech therapy assistance.

Analysis of the results of Scientific and Practical Center’s activities
indicates the work effectiveness carried out, as indicated by a large number
of children (65 out of 87) who successfully mastered the speech
development correction program proposed by the center’s specialists.

Taking into account the correction work results, a large number of
parents who have a child with speech disorders, after providing initial
consultation, plan to receive systemic correction assistance on the basis of
Scientific and Practical Center of Speech Therapy Department of Sumy
State Pedagogical University named after A. S. Makarenko.

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In the modern society of technological development of various means of
learning, learning is becoming more and more a fulfilling life. In this context,
ICT can be used as an alternative means of forming the written speech of
children with school learning disabilities. Impairment of written speech is a
general educational problem that threatens to cause difficulties in the education
of school-aged children. Dysgraphia is the inability to write or express one's
thoughts correctly, caused by brain damage [1].

The purpose of the article was to analyze the study of the use of
alternative means of forming written speech and the application of the
peculiarities of their use in children with dysgraphia.

Alternative writing methods, digital tools and resources are designed to
alleviate the difficulties associated with dysgraphia, revolutionizing the
learning process for these children. Analysis of scientific sources allows the
use of tools and technologies that have become useful for children with
dysgraphia. The list includes: speech-to-text software, word prediction tools,
graphic organizers and mind-mapping tools, digital note-taking devices,
spreadsheets and interactive learning platforms, special writing tools and
adaptive pens, and accessibility devices.

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RESULTS OF THE DIAGNOSTICS STATE OF FORMATION OF
LEXICAL-SEMANTIC SKILLS IN OLDER PRESCHOOLERS

In the article, the author defined the characteristics of lexical-semantic
skills, presented the methodology for its diagnosis in senior preschoolers and
analyzed the results of the level of its formation. The experiment covered
130 children aged 5-7 years: 71 preschoolers with general speech
underdevelopment of [I-1Il1 levels and 59 preschoolers with typical
development. The diagnostics were carried out according to the cognitive,
reproductive and activity component and lexical, semantic, semantic-
grammatical and contextual components.

The author analyzed the diagnostic results and found that the majority
of preschoolers with general speech underdevelopment (83%) demonstrate a
low level of lexical-semantic skills, while children with typical development
have a high level (75%). The remaining preschoolers with general speech
underdevelopment (17%) and typical development (25%) are at an average
level of lexical-semantic skills. The author identified significant difficulties
in children with general speech underdevelopment regarding their
knowledge, understanding, and correct use of natural and ecological
vocabulary, particularly in the following categories: vegetables, fruits and
berries, grains and seeds, shrubs and trees, flowers and mushrooms;
domestic animals, farm and wild animals (forest animals), African and
marine inhabitants, insects, birds, fish, natural phenomena, inanimate nature,
natural and artificial materials, as well as natural and artificial objects;
space-related vocabulary; and ecological terms related to a child’s attitudes
and Dbehaviors concerning the economical use of resources (water,
electricity), waste management, and treatment of animals. Additionally,
challenges were observed in understanding semantic connections, lexical-
semantic language phenomena (synonymy, antonymy, polysemy,
generalizations), and the appropriate and precise word’s use in the necessary
context.
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The author concluded that the data obtained indicate significant gaps in
the speech development of children with general speech underdevelopment
compared to their peers with typical development. This emphasizes the need
to develop a special correctional and developmental methodology to
increase the level of lexical and semantic skills.

Keywords: lexical-semantic skills, older preschoolers, diagnostics,
general speech underdevelopment.

INTRODUCTION

The problem statement. Lexical-semantic skills refer to a child’s
ability to accurate select, combine, and integrate lexical units into a
semantic-grammatical context [1, p. 86]. These skills imply that older
preschool children possess a well-developed vocabulary, including various
parts of speech. They also include mastering of synonyms, antonyms, and
homonyms; understanding generalized lexical meanings of words and their
conceptual correlations; organizing semantic fields (e.g., the ability to
classify and group words into categories), applying grammatical structures,
and using words with precision and appropriateness. These competencies are
characterized by mastery of lexical collocations, an understanding of lexical
valency, and the ability to produce coherent speech within a given context.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. Scientific literature has
outlined approaches and criteria for assessing the development of
preschoolers’ vocabulary, considering various methodologies. These include
the linguodidactic approach (A. Bohush, N. Havrysh [2]), the
psycholinguistic approach (L. Kalmykova [3], Ye. Sobotovych [4]), and the
neuropsychological approach (V. Tarasun [5]).

The peculiarities of the develoment of the lexical component of speech
of children with special educational needs and the methods for its
assessment have been the focus of significant attention among researchers.
O. Boryak [6] studied vocabulary development of children with intellectual
disabilities, L. Vavina [7] explored problems of vocabulary development of
children with visual impairments , |. Hlushchenko [8] examined
peculiarities of vocabulary learn of children with mental retardation |,
E. Danilavichute [9] investigated the specifics of vocabulary learn of
children with cerebral palsy, and A. Kolupayeva [10] analyzed the state of
speech, including lexical development, of children with special educational
needs within inclusive environments; Z. Leniv [11] focused on the learn of
lexical means by children who stutter, while 1. Marchenko [12] studied the
dynamics of vocabulary development of children with speech disorders,
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V. Zhuk and T. Sushko [13] studied problems of lexical development of
children with hearing impairments. Researchers have theoretically
substantiated the difficulties in acquiring knowledge, skills, and concepts in
preschoolers with speech development disorders and identified criteria for
lexical development in these children [14].

Based on the results of a theoretical analysis of specialized literature on
the diagnosis of lexical development in preschool children with general
speech underdevelopment (I. Baranets [15], |. Brushnevska [16],
O. Milevska [17], Yu. Ribtsun [18], H. Sokolova [19], O. Tkach [20],
L. Trofymenko [21], and others), we did not identify any systematic studies
on the lexical-semantic skills of these children.

In this regard, we set the task of examining the state of formation of
lexical-semantic skills in older preschool children with general speech
underdevelopment (GSU), as a necessary developmental milestone in speech
proficiency during the preschool years.

The research goal. To identify and analyze the level of development of
lexical-semantic skills in older preschoolers.

RESULTS

For the diagnostic study of the state of lexical-semantic skill formation
in older preschool children, the author employed three groups of tasks
corresponding to the cognitive, reproductive, and activity components, along
with their defined elements: lexical and semantic components for the first
two aspects, and lexical, semantic-grammatical, and contextual components
for the third aspect [22, p. 142].

The study involved 130 children aged 57 years: 71 children with
general speech underdevelopment (GSU) Levels 11—l (including 20 girls)
and 59 children with typical development (including 33 girls). Preschoolers
with GSU formed the experimental group (EG), while preschoolers with
typical development formed the control group (CG). The experiment was
conducted in educational institutions and development centres in Lviv,
Ivano-Frankivsk, and Zhytomyr regions.

To evaluate the lexical component of the cognitive aspect, the
formation of an active dictionary of natural and ecological vocabulary was
determined. The analysis of the results revealed that the lexical component
in 70% of preschoolers with GSU was at a medium level, while the
remaining children demonstrated a low level. At the same time, the lexical
component of the cognitive aspect in the majority of preschoolers with
typical development (64%) was formed at a high level, with the remainder at
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a medium level (Fig. 1).

Most preschoolers with GSU required assistance in the form of
attention stimulation and clarifying questions. The majority of children with
GSU were unfamiliar with the names of grains and seeds (65%), mushrooms
(56%), fish (73%), and natural and artificial materials (54%).

The most common semantic errors among children with GSU, which
reflected incorrect understanding of word meanings, included: confusing the
names of fruit; mixing up the names of vegetables; not knowing the names
of certain berries; using russian loanwords being unfamiliar with the names
of seeds and grains; referring to trees of different species with a single name
or the general term "tree" (e.g., “tree” used for all).

These children also demonstrated characteristic phonological errors,
such as sound rearrangements, substitutions, additions, or omissions.
Children with typical development faced fewer difficulties. However, most
of them required clarifying questions regarding the names of berries (80% of
children), mushrooms (56%), marine animals (80%), fish (83%), birds
(90%), and objects in space (69%).

The evaluation of the semantic component under the cognitive criterion
for the formation of lexical-semantic skills in older preschoolers was
conducted using tasks to determine: the level of elementary generalizations;
the level of passive vocabulary formation, with a focus on natural and
ecological terms; understanding of lexical-semantic connections within a
logical-grammatical context constructed using the phrase “follows after”;
mastery of ecological and natural knowledge (based on S. Muraoka [23]);
understanding the importance of careful use of natural resources and the
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environment.

The analysis of the results showed that the cognitive aspect of the
semantic component in preschoolers with GSU was predominantly formed
at a low level (72% of children). Only 28% of children with GSU achieved a
medium level. In contrast, the situation was significantly better among
preschoolers with typical development: 93% demonstrated a high level of
the cognitive aspect of the semantic component, while only 7% had a
medium level (see Fig. 1).

Overall, the cognitive aspect of lexical-semantic skills in children with
GSU was mainly formed at a medium level (66% of children). Boys showed
slightly higher levels (67%) than girls (65%). However, 34% of children
with GSU exhibited a low level of cognitive development. In the control
group (children with typical development), the majority (92%) had a high
level of cognitive development, while the remaining 8% demonstrated a
medium level (Fig. 2).

In order to evaluate the reproductive aspect of the lexical component,
the state of formation of the predicative and attributive dictionary of natural
and ecological vocabulary describing the objects and phenomena of nature is
determined.

The lexical component of the reproductive aspect in children with GSU
was formed at a medium level in most cases (66% of children). The
remaining 34% of children exhibited a low level of this component.

In contrast, among children with typical development, a high level
prevailed (76% of children), while the other 24% demonstrated a medium
level (Fig. 3).

The research of the semantic component of lexical-semantic skills
according to the reproductive criterion in older preschoolers with GSU
involved assessing the level of formation of: lexical generalizations
(categorical and specific-general concepts); semantic connections that form
the basis of the conceptual correlation of a word; and lexical-semantic
language phenomena.

The GSU children’s semantic component of the reproductive aspect
was predominantly formed at a medium level (82% of children), while a low
level was observed in 18% of children. Among children with typical
development, a high level prevailed (92% of children), with only 8%
demonstrating a medium level (see Fig. 3).

The GSU children’s reproductive aspect of lexical-semantic skills was
mostly formed at a medium level (75% of children), while 25% exhibited a
low level. In the control group, more than half (53%) of children
demonstrated a high level of reproductive aspect formation, with the
remaining 47% at a medium level (Fig. 4).

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The lexical component of the activity aspect of lexical-semantic skills
was assessed by evaluating the formation of the prepositional vocabulary.
Among children with GSU, this component was predominantly (99%)
formed at a low level. Only 1% of boys achieved a medium level. In
contrast, most children with typical development (53%) demonstrated a high
level, and the remaining 47% showed a medium level of formation (Fig. 5).

To assess the semantic-grammatical component using the activity
criterion, tasks were assigned to evaluate the following: word formation
based on nouns (e.g., diminutives, exaggerated names, names of animal
offspring, and names of containers for storing items); formation of deverbal
word forms (e.g., professions derived from actions, processes from actions);
formation of adjectival word forms (e.g., whose house, which material the
object is made of, external and internal qualities, evaluative meaning such as
color and size); formation of compound adjectives; formation of related
words based on patterns.

The semantic-grammatical component of the activity aspect for children
with GSU was primarily (79%) formed at a low level. Only 21%
demonstrated a medium level of formation. Among children with typical
development, the majority (63%) showed a high level of this component,
while 37% exhibited a medium level (see Fig. 5).

To evaluate the contextual component of the activity aspect, the author
identified the following tasks: examining children's understanding of
contextually driven lexical generalizations (the "Find and Show" method by
Yu. Ribtsun [18]); evaluating the state of lexical combinability in children
(the "Best Word" method); assessing the ability to complete sentences (the
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"Complete the Sentence" method); studying children's ability to differentiate
root-related words (the "ldentify the Word" method); examining the
peculiarities of vocabulary use (the "Most Accurate Word" method for
nouns; the "Precise Words" method for adjectives); assessing the state of
lexical-semantic language phenomena (the "Polysemantic Words" method
by I. Brushnevska [16, pp. 226-227]); studying the understanding of
semantic word perception (by O. Milevska [24, p. 151]); and evaluating the
development of lexical systematicity and the ability to produce contextual
expressions and creative speech through the "Create a Fairy Tale" method
(by I. Baranets [15, p. 104]).

The GSU children’s contextual component of the activity aspect was
mostly (70%) formed at a low level, while 30% of children demonstrated a
medium level. In the control group, the majority (81%) showed a high level
of the contextual component, 19% of children have an average level (see
Fig. 5).

The GSU children’s activity aspect of lexical-semantic skills was
formed at a low level - 87% of cases (Fig. 6). Only 13% of children
achieved a medium level. Among children with typical development, the
activity aspect was predominantly (83%) formed at a high level, with 17%
demonstrating a medium level.

The GSU children’s level of lexical-semantic skills was predominantly
(83%) formed at a low level (Fig. 7). Only 17% of children with GSU
achieved a medium level. Among children with typical development, the
situation was significantly better: most children (75%) demonstrated a high
level, while the remaining 25% showed a medium level of development.

These findings highlight the need for the development of a specialized
corrective-developmental methodology to enhance lexical-semantic skills.
This would contribute to the successful preparation of children with GSU for
school education and their social adaptation.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER
RESEARCH

Based on the conducted study, the following conclusions were
formulated:

1.Lexical-semantic skills serve as a tool for producing coherent speech.
Mastery of these skills is an indicator of speech development for older
preschool children. The children with GSU have the disruptive process of
mastering lexical — semantical skills. The issue of diagnosing these skills in
preschoolers with speech underdevelopment is insufficiently represented in
scientific literature.

2. To assess lexical-semantic skills of older preschoolers with GSU,
cognitive, reproductive, and activity criteria were used. The lexical,
semantic, semantic-grammatical, and contextual components of the
diagnosed skills were analyzed according to these criteria.

3. The diagnostic study of lexical-semantic skills revealed the
following:

-older preschoolers with GSU did not demonstrate a high level of
lexical-semantic skills according to any of the evaluation criteria. In
contrast, preschoolers with typical development displayed high levels of
lexical-semantic skills: 92% of children for the cognitive aspect, 53% for the
reproductive aspect, and 83% for the activity aspect.

-medium levels of cognitive aspect formation were found in 66% of
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preschoolers with GSU and 8% of children with typical development;

children with GSU and 17% of preschoolers with typical development.

-low levels of cognitive aspect formation were observed in 34% of
preschoolers with GSU; reproductive aspect - 25% of children with GSU;
activity aspect - 87% of children with GSU.

The prospects of the research are the substantiation of methodical
support for the formation of lexical-semantic skills in older preschoolers
with general underdevelopment of speech, taking into account the cognitive,
reproductive and activity aspects of these skills.

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In the article, the author highlights the significance and importance of the
work of a sign language teacher in the system of general secondary education
with children with hearing impairment. The author reveals important aspects of
the specialist's work and the challenges that arise in the process of supporting
children with special needs.

The author notes that in the context of the development of education in
Ukraine and its integration into the European space, it is especially important
to provide highly qualified resource teachers who are able to work effectively
with children with hearing impairments in general education institutions.
Modern society requires the development of special methods that help children
and adults with hearing impairments develop speech, cognitive and social skills
for successful further integration.

The author shows that sign language pedagogy is of great educational
Importance because it creates methods and educational programs for the
development of children with hearing impairment, taking into account their
individual needs and the area of immediate development. This, in turn, helps to
ensure access to quality education in special schools and classes with inclusive
education, allowing such children to study on an equal footing with their peers.

In the article, the author notes that the use of a language natural to deaf
children, namely sign language, in the educational process allows for the full
education and development of children with hearing impairment. This
contributes to their socialization, cognitive development and integration into
society, while preserving their cultural identity. Sign language is an important
tool for creating an inclusive and equitable educational environment for such
individuals.

The author emphasizes the importance of the role of a specialist in the
process of teaching children with hearing impairment, especially in the context
of inclusive education in a general education institution. In a modern secondary
school, inclusion is becoming a standard, opening up new opportunities for
children with special educational needs. A sign language teacher helps to
create an inclusive environment, provides support for students with hearing
impairment in the learning process, and promotes their socialization and
adaptation in the team.

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STUDY OF READINESS OF TEACHERS OF INCLUSIVE
INSTITUTIONS TO WORK WITH CHILDREN WITH COMPLEX
DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITIES

The article highlights the problem of the readiness of teachers of
general secondary education institutions with inclusive education to work
with children with complex developmental disorders. The research included
three stages: preparatory, diagnostic, analytical. The main research method
was a questionnaire. 30 teachers of general secondary education institutions
with inclusive education took part in the ascertainment experiment. The
results of the study showed that almost half of the interviewed teachers have
a positive attitude towards the implementation of inclusive education. Most
respondents believe that children with complex developmental disabilities
are not eligible for inclusive education. About half of the respondents have
relatively correct ideas about complex developmental disorders. Only a
quarter of the respondents answered that all teams of psychological and
pedagogical support for children with special educational needs take part in
drawing up an individual development program. Teachers have partial ideas
about adaptations and modifications, they do not know how to implement
them in their work. Educators indicated the factors that prevent the quality
implementation of inclusive education in the institution of general secondary
education. Most of the interviewees indicated the expediency of training
teachers to work in inclusive classes with the help of various forms of
scientific and methodological work. The analysis of the results of the
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questionnaire indicates a significant deficit of the competencies of
pedagogical workers in the field of inclusive education of children with
complex developmental disorders. A promising direction of research is the
development of measures, the implementation of which will contribute to
the formation of the inclusive competence of teachers, and the writing of
methodological recommendations for teachers on working with children
with complex developmental disorders.

Key words: teachers, institutions of general secondary education,
inclusive education, children with complex developmental disorders,
children with special educational needs.

1. INTRODUCTION

Statement of the problem. For many years in a row, the priority
direction of education in Ukraine has been the implementation of inclusive
education in preschool and general secondary education institutions, the
creation of a new concept of state policy regarding children with special
educational needs

It has become a challenge for many teachers of institution of general
secondary education, who, without special education, must find effective
ways to organize the educational process for children with special
educational needs, create a favorable educational environment for them and
ensure their rights to quality education. Therefore, it is extremely important
to prepare teachers of institution of general secondary education to work
with children with special educational needs, in particular, to develop in
them: the skills of establishing positive contact with children with special
needs and creating a favorable educational environment for them; the ability
to assess the child's capabilities through the prism of his psychophysical
characteristics; the ability to choose the optimal path for successful learning
in combination with corrective work; the ability to work in a team with other
specialists in the psychological and pedagogical support of pupils with
special educational needs and to cooperate with parents.

Today, teachers of institutions of general secondary education with
inclusive education often have difficulties in working with children with
complex developmental disorders. That is why it is extremely necessary to
train teachers of inclusive institutions to work with this category of pupils.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The preparation of
teachers to work with children with special educational needs in the
conditions of an inclusive institution is the subject of research by such
scientists as M. Buynyak [1], V. Kovalenko [2], A. Kolupaeva [3],
O. Martynchuk [4], S. Myronova [5], O. Chopik [6] and others. Peculiarities
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of the organization of the educational process of children with complex
developmental disorders and the essence of corrective and developmental
work with them were investigated: H. Blech [7], |. Bobrenko [7],
N. Hladkykh [8], I. Hladchenko [7], K. Hlushenko [8], O. Myakushko [7],
I. Sukhina [7], S. Trykoz [7], O. Chebotareva [7] and others. They
emphasize that when developing an individual educational trajectory of a
child with complex developmental disorders, the peculiarities of his
psychophysical development, age and level of development should be taken
into account. It is also important to clearly understand how the method of
work chosen by the teacher will contribute to the development of the pupils
and the formation of his personality.

However, studies conducted both in Ukraine and abroad show that the
readiness of teachers of institution of general secondary education to work
with children with special educational needs is insufficient. With this in
mind, the topic of our research was chosen.

The purpose of the study: to determine the level of readiness of
teachers of inclusive classes to work with children with complex
developmental disorders and to analyze the difficulties that arise in the
process of practical implementation of an inclusive form of education in
general secondary education institutions.

2. THEORETICAL BASICS OF RESEARCH

The majority of pupils with complex developmental disorders cannot
master the educational programs of institution of general secondary
education, have difficulty adapting to a new educational environment, and
have difficulties in establishing social relations with classmates. This
becomes a real challenge for teachers who work with this category of pupils.
Since they have a need for a detailed study of a complex psychological and
pedagogical assessment of the development of schoolchildren with complex
developmental disorders and the determination of their educational
opportunities, in the development of educational measures for the purpose of
their socialization etc [8].

H. Gladkikh, K. Glushchenko singled out the barriers that cause
difficulties in organizing work with children with complex developmental
disorders [8]:

1. Absence of a clear legal framework that would regulate the
procedure for providing educational and other services to pupils with
complex developmental disabilities and their families. This creates obstacles
to the organization and provision of assistance, violating the interests and
rights of children and their families.
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2. There is an insufficient number of institutions where children with
complex developmental disorders can receive early corrective care. As a
result, children develop secondary disorders that prevent the compensation
of impaired functions.

3. The feasibility of developing educational programs for children with
complex developmental disorders. Educational programs for pupils with
special educational needs, approved by the Ministry of Education and
Science, are focused on the leading disorder and they cannot fully ensure the
implementation of the corrective component of education for children with
complex developmental disorders. Today, in accordance with the Resolution
of the Cabinet of Ministers dated 09/15/21 No. 957 [9], the training of pupils
with special educational needs in the conditions of institution of general
secondary education is carried out according to the educational program of
the educational institution, taking into account their special educational
needs and the personally oriented direction of the educational process, as
well as adaptation and/or modification of educational subjects or integrated
courses. This greatly complicates the process of inclusive education of
pupils with complex developmental disabilities.

4. The difficulties of formulating uniform approaches to education,
upbringing and development of children with complex developmental
disorders are associated with the diversity of the structure of disorders, as
well as the nature of their manifestations.

5. Insufficient methodological support and diagnostic techniques, taking
into account the individual characteristics and compensatory capabilities of
children with complex developmental disorders.

6. The need for complex psychological and pedagogical support by
various specialists in the development, education and upbringing of a child
with complex developmental disorders both in the conditions of a preschool
and general secondary education institution.

Despite all the difficulties of organizing inclusive education for children
with complex developmental disabilities, many scholars believe that these
pupils are usually able to master educational and practical activities, but
only if the content of the curriculum is adapted or modified to take into
account the individual capabilities of children, a careful approach to the
selection of tasks, systematic psychological and pedagogical support, and
the constant requirements for them [7].

3. RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

There are currently 14 classes with inclusive education in the Yampil
united territorial community, in which 18 pupils with special educational
needs are studying.
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A third of these pupils need the fourth and fifth levels of support (these
are children with intellectual disabilities combined with sensory and speech
disorders). That is why we considered it appropriate to study the readiness of
teachers to work with children with complex developmental disabilities.

To conduct the study, we developed a methodological toolkit that
included both diagnostics and methods of quantitative and qualitative
analysis of the empirical data.

The study was conducted in three stages:

1. Preparatory stage — included the selection of questions and the
formation of a questionnaire for teachers in Google form, as well as the
formation of a research sample.

2. Diagnostic stage — included a survey of teachers of general secondary
education institutions.

3. Analytical stage — included processing the data obtained, analyzing
them and drawing conclusions based on the study.

The questionnaire included both closed and open-ended questions to
which teachers had to give extended answers in order to better understand
the state of the problem under study.

In total, 30 teachers of teachers of institution of general secondary
education took part in our experiment.

4. RESULTS OF THE STUDY

The analysis of the survey results shows that 43.3% of respondents
have a positive attitude towards inclusive education; 33.3% of respondents
are undecided; 6.7% of teachers answered as follows: “In general, it's okay,
but we don't have enough knowledge and time and money for self-education
when difficult children come, and the state, without asking us, just put us in
front of the fact, so the quality of care is appropriate in state institutions”,
etc.; 6.7% of respondents said it was positive, but not for all categories of
children; 10% of respondents gave the following answers: “depending on
the nosology”, “all included children feel comfortable with us, socialization
is good”, “I believe that regular schools cannot provide good academic
knowledge to children with severe visual and hearing impairments”, etc.

The answers to the question “Which categories of children, in your
opinion, are not subject to inclusive education?”” were varied: “with mental
disorders”, “with complex developmental disorders”, “children with mental
disorders, behavioural disorders”, “intellectual disabilities of severe
severity, profound visual and hearing impairments”, ‘“children with
intellectual disabilities and complex developmental disabilities”, “children
with intellectual disabilities (IQ 30 and less)”, “children with complex

mental disabilities”, “children without special needs”, “children of the 5th
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level of support”, etc. 6.7% of respondents answered as follows: “all
children have the right to education, but teachers of regular schools are not
ready to provide quality knowledge to some categories of children (lack of
typhlopedagogues, sign language teachers)”, “everyone is eligible, but they
only need knowledge and good material for work”. 30% of respondents
either answered “I don’t know” or simply did not answer this question.

When assessing the possibility of teaching children with complex
disabilities in an inclusive classroom, the majority (63.3%) of teachers said
it was impossible or very difficult; 10% of respondents believed that it was
possible, but it was very difficult for teachers and ineffective for children;
13.3% of specialists gave an affirmative answer; 13.3% of respondents said
“in terms of inclusion in society — yes, but I don’t understand why such a
child should attend all subjects according to the class schedule if he or she
cannot master the basic ones”, “we have children who cannot read and
write in Ukrainian, and they should attend English and French with the
class, because the program is the same, only the expected results change”,
etc.

83.3% of specialists pointed to the following obstacles to the successful
education of children with complex developmental disabilities in an
inclusive classroom: “individual characteristics, insufficient number of
specialists”, “lack of necessary materials, psychological barriers”,
“resistance from parents and other children”, “lack of cooperation between
members of the support team”, “little knowledge and experience”,
“workload of teachers (as it is not the main job, but as an additional
workload, which is very difficult to combine)”, “which is very difficult to
combine”, “payments for work are small and delayed, which is
antimotivation”, “lack of equipment and materials for classes”, “difficult
children can be literally difficult, and it undermines women's health, they
need to involve men, and they cannot feed their families on such salaries”,
“lack of experienced professionals”, ‘“unreadiness of teachers”, “in a
modified program, not only the expected results should be changed, but
perhaps some topics should be removed, because a child with a moderate
degree of intellectual disability cannot learn them”, “lack of specialists in
the psychological and pedagogical support team, funding”, “very
complicated program, few labour training lessons, little social and domestic
orientation”, “teacher’s unwillingness to work with such a child, lack of
awareness, interaction with parents, teacher's assistant/educator”, “lack of
material resources, trained specialists”, ‘“insufficient attention to this
issue”, etc. By the way, the lack of specialists is evident in most of the
answers. 16.7% of respondents did not answer this question, which may
indicate a lack of experience in working with such children.

Regarding the individual development program for a child with special
educational needs, most teachers know what this document is and what its
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purpose is. However, the answers to the question of who draws up an
individual development program in their educational institution are quite
diverse: only 26.7% of specialists said that all members of the psychological
and pedagogical support team are involved in drawing up an individual
development program; 10% — a psychologist and the deputy director for
educational work; 33.3% — a teacher together with a teacher's assistant;
13.3% — a teacher's assistant; 16.7% — a class teacher (Fig. 1).

When asked what an individual curriculum is, all respondents answered
in the affirmative, but only half of them had ever drawn up one. In addition,
to the question “With whom do you coordinate the individual study plan?”
only 10% of respondents answered “we coordinate with the deputy director
and parents”; 16.7% — “with the deputy director for educational work”;
10% — “develop and approve with the team of psychological and
pedagogical support”;, 6.1% — “all plans are coordinated with the an
inclusive resource center and the deputy director for educational work”,
6.7% — “I do not coordinate with anyone”.

A significant proportion of respondents (76.7%) answered the question
“With whom do you cooperate with in providing psychological and
pedagogical support to pupils with special educational needs, and how?”” the
following answers were given: “with the assistant, psychologist and subject
teachers”, “with teachers and psychologist we discuss progress, problems
and what each of us can do to solve this issue”, “with psychologist,
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assistant, school management”, “with the principal, deputy principal,
psychologist, class teacher, teacher's assistant, subject teachers. We have
meetings 4 times a school year, and more often if necessary”, “I interact
with the class teacher, psychologist and assistant on a regular basis”, “with
a psychologist, speech therapist”, “with all members of the psychological
and pedagogical support team through round tables, seminars, individual
consultations”, ‘“with specialists, consultations of an inclusive resource
center”, “with a psychologist and social pedagogue”, etc. However, there
were also those (23.3%) who said they did not cooperate with anyone.

When asked about the adaptations that should be used in working with
children with complex disabilities, the experts answered as follows:
“adaptation of the learning environment, teaching materials, teaching
methods, assessment, psychological and pedagogical adaptation”, ‘it
depends on the situation”, “division of tasks into simpler ones, simplified
instructions, additional time”, “increasing the time for completing a task,
reducing the number of tasks, assistance, visualization”, “adaptation of the
environment, materials, assessment”, ‘“replacing reading text with audio
texts or videos, replacing a written task with a test or oral answer, etc.”,
“adaptations for a child with special educational needs must be carried out
in parallel in several directions: 1) adaptation of the environment; 2)
psychological and pedagogical strategies; 3) teaching materials and tasks;
4) assessment system and criteria”. 30% of respondents said they did not
work with such children; 10% of teachers answered “I don’t know”.

As for whether the curriculum for children with complex disabilities
should be modified, 83.3% of respondents gave an affirmative answer.
Teachers argued that “ir allows children with complex developmental
disabilities to fully participate in the educational process”, “of course,
because the existing programs are not suitable at all, because children are
special, and those programs are for normative children”, “it is necessary,
but not in the way it is done now. Modification means not only changing the
expected results, but also the program should be different from the
classroom program, because it is unrealistic for a child with complex
disabilities to learn it”, “different children have different capabilities”, “it
is necessary to simplify the program according to the child's capabilities”,
etc. 16.7% of respondents answered as follows: “if necessary”, “with
intellectual disabilities — yes, with preserved intelligence — no”, “not for
everyone, we take into account the individual characteristics of the child”.

100% of teachers agree that cooperation with parents is an important
component of the inclusive process: “of course, I use all possible forms of
cooperation”,  “conversations, consultations, trainings”, “I have
conversations with parents, consultations, | can hold an open lesson. | show
what we have already achieved and what we need to work on at home. When
parents are motivated, the results are much better”, “in the form of constant

communication and periodic consultations, in the form of parental
observation of the types of work for independent study with the child”,
“cooperation with parents is an extremely important element in inclusive
education. The forms we use are: counselling, parental training, mutual
information”, etc.

90% of respondents noted that there are a number of barriers to the
quality implementation of inclusion in institution of general secondary
education, including the following: “rapid changes in modern education —
introducing new content, new educational and information technologies,
new strategies of pedagogical interaction”, “barriers related to the
peculiarities of child development, social (resistance from parents), systemic
(lack of proper material and technical base)”, ‘frequent changes in
education”, “imperfection of the regulatory framework”, “low and untimely
remuneration of correctional teachers, lack of qualified specialists, lack of a
position of a child's assistant”, “lack of funding”, “insufficient technical
and didactic support of the educational process”, “lack of specialists”,
“material base in line with the requirements for teaching such children”,
“lack of trained personnel”, etc. 3.3% of professionals said that “our
institution accepts all children. All children feel comfortable, have friends
and are included in society. The main goal of inclusion has been achieved.
But the learning outcomes are much better for children with preserved
intelligence”. 6.7 % of respondents refrained from answering.

83.3 % of respondents said that an inclusive classroom teacher should
have the following competences: “a sufficient level of knowledge and skills
necessary to perform professional functions in inclusive education”,
“knowledge of the developmental characteristics of children with different
special educational needs, the ability to create an inclusive learning
environment, communication skills, documentation”, “necessary knowledge
and stable mental health”, “ability to analyze the psycho-emotional state of
the student, individual approach, sensitivity to the needs of the student”,
“should have all the competencies of the new Ukrainian school, and at least
the basics of correctional pedagogy”, “psychological and professional
readiness”, “sufficient level of knowledge about the peculiarities of a child's
development, knowledge about the area of immediate development,
knowledge about effective methods and techniques of work”,
“understanding of inclusion and respect for each child, knowledge about the
peculiarities of development, ability to work in a team, continuous
professional development”, “know the peculiarities of working with children

y

with special educational needs, be motivated, capable of reflection”,
“language and communication”, “an inclusive class teacher should be able
to work in a team and have the following competences informational,
communicative, productive, moral, psychological, subject, social”.

86.7 % of respondents indicated the expediency of such forms of
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methodological work to prepare teachers to work in institution of general
secondary education with inclusive education as: “microlearning,
communities of practice”, “in-service training courses”’, “effective webinars
by qualified teachers with special education and effective experience in
special institutions or institutions of general secondary education with
inclusive education”, “workshops, practical seminars, trainings. There is
always a need for quality assistance”, “practical exercises, exchange of
experience”, “study of methodological literature, manuals”, “trainings,
seminars with a practical component”, “courses, trainings, master classes”,
“individual consultations, study of best practices”, “round tables,
trainings”’, “self-education of teachers, familiarization of teachers with
modern pedagogical innovations”, etc.

One teacher said: “If we are approached by parents of a child who
cannot see or hear, even with a hearing aid, our teachers will not be ready
to provide such a child with quality knowledge. And the courses cannot
teach what correctional teachers have been teaching for years in higher
education. Our teachers can handle other situations, and they already have
this experience. | believe that we should always think about the interests of
the child. For some, inclusion is better, and for others, a special institution
is better”.

10% of respondents said that they did not need any methodological
assistance, which is not always an indication of a person's full awareness,
but rather an unwillingness to acquire new knowledge.

5. CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER
RESEARCH

The results of the study showed that almost half of the surveyed
teachers have a positive attitude towards the introduction of inclusive
education, one third — positively, but depending on the nosology, the rest —
undecided.

The majority of respondents believe that children with severe
intellectual disabilities, mental disorders, complex disabilities, and severe
sensory disabilities are not eligible for inclusive education.

Half of the respondents have a relatively correct understanding of
complex developmental disorders, while others include intellectual
disabilities, speech disorders, autism spectrum disorders, and “children with
disabilities”, which is unreliable, as not all children with disabilities have
special educational needs, and not all children with special educational
needs have disabilities.

The answers to the questions about drawing up an individual
development program and cooperation with other members of the support
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team indicate that the problem of team interaction is very relevant. Since
only a small number of respondents said that drawing up an individual
development program is a team effort and there is cooperation between
members of the support team, there is little mention of cooperation with an
inclusive resource center.

As for the issue of adaptation and modification, teachers have a partial
understanding of it, but, as practice shows, they do not know how to
implement it in their work. Therefore, this issue is particularly relevant.

Teachers noted that there are many factors that impede the quality
implementation of inclusive education in general education institutions: lack
of relevant specialists, inadequate funding, lack of knowledge and practical
skills in working with children with different categories of disabilities,
insufficient material and technical support, difficulties in teamwork, etc.

The majority of respondents indicated the expediency of preparing
teachers to work in inclusive classrooms through such forms of work as
workshops, trainings, advanced training courses, coaching, and individual
consultations.

The analysis of the survey results indicates a significant deficit in the
competencies of teachers in the field of inclusive education of children with
complex developmental disabilities. This problem is caused by both
objective factors (insufficient provision of educational institutions with
methodological materials and technical means) and subjective factors (low
level of emotional and methodological readiness of teachers to work with
such pupils in inclusive education).

In view of this, we believe it is advisable to plan a number of measures
that will contribute to the development of teachers’ inclusive competence
and develop methodological recommendations for working with children
with complex developmental disabilities.

1. Language of the manuscript: Ukrainian, English, Polish, Slovak.

2. The length of the main text of the article should be between 0.5
(20,000 characters with spaces) and 1.25 (50,000 characters with spaces)
printed sheets. The file size should not exceed 2 MB.

3. The text must be typed in the MS Word text editor.

4. Page parameters: A4 format, all margins — 2.5 cm, no headers or
footers, and no page numbering.

5. The main text font should be Times New Roman, regular, with no
hyphenation.

6. Paragraph parameters:

Alignment: justified

Line spacing: 1

First line indent: 1 cm

Space between paragraphs: 0 mm

II. FORMATTING OF STRUCTURAL ELEMENTS OF THE
ARTICLE

1. JEL classification (must correspond to the profile of the publication
(in this case JEL 376-056) and the subject of the research, font size 12 pt, left-
aligned, no first-line indent).

2. Author's Full Name (expanded, left-aligned, bold font, 10 pt).
Important! Authors' names should be listed exactly as they appear in official identification
documents (e.g., Anna or Hanna). Suppose the presentation of the research results in the
article is not related to extensive experimental implementation at the national or
international level, and the number of authors exceeds four persons. In that case, it is
necessary to justify the personal contribution of each author. During the review process,
authors' names will be removed.
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Please note that according to editorial ethics requirements, the list of authors should include
individuals who have contributed significantly to the scientific research presented in the
article. We recommend describing the personal contribution in the RESULTS section.
Academic status, position, or other indicators of seniority should not determine the order in
this list; the order of authors should reflect relative leadership and the extent of contribution
to the given scientific work. Additionally, we recommend familiarizing yourself with the
authorship criteria posted on the scientific works collection website.

3. Academic degree, academic title, position (left-aligned, 10 pt).
4. Place of work: full name of the institution without abbreviations,

including the city and country (left-aligned, 10 pt).
Important! Please provide the official name of the institution as listed on its website
and in its founding documents!

5. ORCID ID (left-aligned, 10 pt).

6. E-mail (left-aligned, italic, 10 pt). It will be used for communication
between the editorial board and the authors of the articles.

7. Title of the article (12 pt, bold font, uppercase letters, no first-line
indent, centered alignment).

8. The word "Abstract” (bold font, 10 pt). Following on the same line —
the article's abstract (regular font, justified, 10 pt). The abstract should be
between 1800 and 2300 characters in length.

The abstract, as a condensed form of presenting scientific text, should be
informative, comprehensible, clearly, and logically presented. The purpose of
the abstract is to attract the reader's attention and interest them in reading the
entire article. The text of the abstract should avoid general phrases,
insignificant details, and well-known statements. The methodology should be
described if it is novel or of particular interest in the context of the work. The
focus of the abstract should be on new results and long-term data, important
discoveries, conclusions that refute existing theories, and data that the author
believes have practical significance.

Avoid direct repetitions of any parts of the work. The title of the article should
not be repeated in the abstract. It is not recommended to include tables,
drawings, diagrams, charts, or formulas, and to use abbreviations and symbols,
except for commonly accepted ones. If abbreviations are used, they must be
spelled out at first mention.

Translations of the title, abstract, and keywords into English should be done
with the assistance of a professional translator familiar with psychological and
pedagogical terminology.
